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“WE WOULD SEE JESUS”

Some Greeks came to Jerusalem during the Passover season. They told Philip, one
of the apostles of the Lord, “Sir, we would see Jesus” (Jn. 12:21). To see Jesus was for
some reason very important to these men. They did not come to see the Pharisees, the
Sadducees, Herod, Pontius Pilate or the apostles. They came to see Jesus! We should
never grow weary of the desire to see Jesus. He needs to be the central focus of all our
preaching and teaching (Acts 5:41, 42; 8:35; 1 Cor. 2:1-5).

We would see Jesus even though we have so many philosophers in abundance.
There are many great men who have a lot of good things to say and from whom we can
learn some good things. But above all we would see Jesus, for he alone has the words
that make a difference. Peter made the statement, “Lord, to whom shall we go? thou
hast the words of eternal life” (Jn. 6:68). The fact is that in spiritual matters, things
pertaining to the soul and salvation, only Jesus can lead us! His word is the standard of
life.

We would see Jesus even though we have seen so many technological and scientific
advancements. God has blessed man with the potential to accomplish great things, as
the incident at the Tower of Babel suggests (Gen. 11). Man, however, attempts to rise
too high in his own estimation and, in his pride, finds his fall (Prov. 16:18). Certainly we
have seen so many great and beneficial discoveries and inventions, but none of these
can save us from ourselves! None of these can save us eternally. We need the blood of
Jesus and the grace of God to see us through to heaven (Eph. 1:7; Titus 3:5; Col. 1:20,
21; Matt. 26:28).

We would see Jesus even though we have many social and economic programs.
Men have attempted to find ways to maintain the happiness of their fellow man through
the devising of programs and projects that do provide temporary relief but these cannot
provide for permanent fulfillment for the human soul. The idea of everyone having the
same things and enjoying the same status in this life is nothing more than unrealistic
suppositions. God never made such promises nor does he intend to do so! His word
teaches us that people have differing abilities and that each one has a specific place to
fill (see 1 Cor. 12). Jesus never offered to arbitrate social or economic disputes; in fact,
he points out that while it is true that these are matters of concern to the civil authorities,
his main thrust is for us to understand that life does not consist in “things” but in the
spiritual realities (Lk. 12:14-21).

We would see Jesus even though we have personal problems. Everyone has
problems to a greater or lesser degree. Jesus nowhere promises us relief from these
while we reside on this sphere we call Earth. He does offer us peace of mind as we deal
with these things (Jn. 14:27; Phil. 4:6, 7; Jn. 16:33). The most important thing that
sustains us is his promise to grant us rest when all of this passes (Rev. 14:13).

Yes, we would see Jesus as we look beyond the flesh into spiritual hopes.
