INCREASE AND DECREASE

John the Baptist had done his work very well, tending to the divine mission upon 
which he had been sent.  Jesus spoke highly of this prophet when he said,  ñ...there 
has not risen a greater than John the Baptistò (Matt. 11:11).  John faithfully sealed 
his labors with his own martyrdom resulting from the hatred of an evil woman (Matt. 
14:1-12).  He was a great man deserving of the honor that we might bestow upon 
him.  But he was a man, a mere human being, with all the faults and imperfections 
that accompany that state.  However, he had an outstanding quality that is 
possessed by all truly great men: he was humble and understood his place relative 
to the Lord. 

John made the statement, when approached by his own disciples concerning 
the work of Jesus, ñHe must increase, but I must decreaseò (Jn. 3:30).   ñIncreaseò 
means  ñto grow or become enlarged.ò  The word ñdecreaseò means to ñlessen, 
become less.ò  Johnôs work was done and now he stepped aside to allow the 
appointed Messiah, the Christ, to assume his role.  This was the only right attitude to 
possess. 

This is the attitude that every Christian must possess in order to be able to 
successfully accomplish his or her mission for the Lord.  There is no room for a lot of 
Big ñIôsò in the kingdom of God!  There is no space for an enlarged ego when it 
comes to the service of the kingdom of God.  Each person has his place and must 
be willing to fill that place as he or she goes about making their contributions to the 
growth of the Lordôs church.  Some might excel in teaching or song leading or simply 
being on hand when a job is to be done (1 Cor. 12).  Some are organizers, some are 
planners, some are workers, some are encouragers, some are supporters behind 
the scenesðbut all are involved actively in the work of the Lord. 

It is imperative that no matter how well we feel ourselves to be equipped for 
doing Godôs work or how talented we have proven to be, we must continue to realize 
that it is Jesus our Lord who must increase while we decrease.  We are merely 
servants and messengers.  The work itself is all about Jesus and HIS redeeming 
work.  We are simply the hands and the feet and the tongue that Jesus employs in 
the doing of the greatest work in the world. 

We cannot even think of magnifying ourselves over our fellow Christians as we 
strive to spread the gospel and help the church to grow.  James and John made the 
attempt at exalting themselves over the other apostles but to no avail (Matt. 20:20-
28).  Jesus made it clear that it is not great positions but committed service that is 
more important.  Even  Jesus was obedient to his heavenly Father in all things.  
Even Jesus had to wait for the full time to complete the work that he came to do.  He 
humbled himself (Phil. 2:7, 8) and in doing so opened the way for us to be glorified 
with him!  But the glory comes only after we have endured the labor.
